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ABSTRACT

The scientific objectives of this project have two specific dimensions. The
first one intends to build an empirical conceptual basis that will allow us to
deepened and consolidate our understanding on the phenomenon related
to eco-sustainability patterns used by some communities in their daily
lives. According with the specific research fields and experiences of the
researchers involved and the logistic conditions and possible partnerships
existing in the area we will try to focus this project in two specific countries
of sub-Saharan Africa. Regarding this first main objective we divided it into
five specific objects that will allow us to describe in a more accurate
perspective our strategy. First of them is the possibility to articulate this
projects with the research interests and needs of several master and Phd
students allowing them to have field experience. The second one consists
on performing training sessions in the field in a perspective of sustainable
pedagogy so that locals as well as our students may benefit from several
workshops. The third one implies a strong articulation between different
research fields working within the same specific environment with the
same collective goals developing a transdisciplinary overview involving
economy, health, education, gender, renewable energies, recycling and
food problems. It is also our intention to promote the articulation of several
levels of knowledge in a transdisciplinar and transcultural way, and so our
fourth specific objective previews the involvement of locals as well as
students and researchers in a non ethnocentric way, valuing each one’s
knowledge and resources. In order to share and discuss the results and
strategies experimented in the field we defined our fifth specific objective
as the creation of conditions to promote the participation in congresses,
conferences and workshops as well as the edition of several publication
on related issues. Regarding the second general dimension of this project
we defined it as the establishment of strategies and local partnerships. In
order to achieve it we intend to build and develop a Training and
Resources Centre in the field with endogenous and adapted resources, as
well as appropriate technologies available for all interested users and
functioning as a matrix for the entire project. Following this strategy we will
also consider a strong work of articulation and support to local resources
(public institutions, NGO's, associations). By creating infra-structures and
logistics conditions for the centre, promoting activities and producing
materials we will also develop conditions for local partners to use this
structures and create a sense of ownership as well.



ROOTS AND WINGS

(Extracted from a biographic presentation for de Terre et Humanisme
movement)

| was born in Luanda, Angola in 1939. | can still remember, from my
childhood the “coqueiros” neighbourhood , in the old part of the city. | then
went to live to the island of Luanda, where sunsets brightened up the sea
on those warm and calm afternoon’s.

At school, growing up with all the children, | made my first steps in
friendship and solidariety. At Luanda high school | wrote my first poems
and articles for the “Jornal de Angola” newspaper.

It was then and there that | created my roots, making friends for life.

The cruelty of colonialism awakened my civic and activist being. As a
university student in Portugal, | experienced in the 70’s, the first colonial
imprisonments.

| deserted from the colonial army and became a political refugee in France,
where | supported fellow deserter friends from Angola and Portugal who
chose the path of exile when confronted with colonialism and fascism.

A UN scholarship allowed me to study at IRFED (Institut International de
Recherche et de Formation En vue du Développment Harmonisé) in Paris,
founded by the priest Louis Joseph Lebret' , where | gained a humanistic
approach to development, used in important project of so-called third world
communities.

Whilst travelling in Sicily | met Danilo Dolce ? and the work this architect
and sociologist developed with the participation of the community in the
rebuilding and development of an urban plan.

| published articles® and later dedicated a chapter in the book “Urbanism, a
Social and Political Practice™ to this form of “counter-power”, as Danilo
used to say, to define this popular, pacific proposal, conceived with the
purpose of pressuring the government to cave to popular demands. The
singularity of these methods can be resumed in the following points:
-participated studies where, through social activities, tales and music, in a
sort of social psycho-analysis, Danilo documented the concerns, dreams
and deep aspirations of the community.

-mobilisation of the community around concrete aims (water, hospitals,
housing, etc.) through demonstrations, music and cultural and artistic
activities. This non violent method created great feedback in the public

opinion forcing the government to act on behalf of the community’s
demands.

In May '68 and the following years, as a student of urbanism, together with
other colleagues we organized activities with emigrants, who demonstrated
the form of action referred by Danilo Dolce. We built a cultural centre in a
“bidonville” and started alphabetisation and cultural activities.

After the revolution of the 25" of April 1974, and the fall of dictatorship, |
came back to Portugal in 1975. In Angola, now independent, a civil war,
between political factions, had broken. | opted to teach in Portugal at the
School of Fine Arts of Porto.

During the first years of this period of social mobilisation, teachers and
students collaborated with local communities to create solutions for social
dwelling and urbanism.

During these years | participated in a number of cultural activities having
published many of these experiences®.

Meanwhile, | completed a doctorate degree at the faculty of Social
Sciences of the “Nova” University of Lisbon, concerning artistic pedagogy,
architecture and urbanism, having chosen the Bauhaus experience as a
paradigmatic case study of modernism.

This work, acknowledging the importance of teaching methods and
community aspirations, allowed me to reflect on the need of a pedagogy
conceived for the new emerging paradigm®.

Another form of development, urbanism, architecture and design, will be
born, to face the depletion, contamination and social exclusion we witness
today.

Throughout these years | have done research on renewable energies and
eco-technologies in the class | hold at the faculty of Architecture in Porto.
During these period | have done various visits to eco-technological centres
and studied many ecologic projects in Germany, Switzerland, France,
Austria, Holland, Sweden and Brazil. | have published various articles and
books on the ecological issue.

| have also written a biography’ on the ecology pioneer — the Portuguese
genius Manoel Antonio Gomes Himalaya. | was co-writer and actor in a
historical documentary film 8 based on this book. During the investigation
about father Himalaya and is life in France, | conducted many conferences
at the “Friends of Father Himalaya from Soréde”® association, created in

2005 to which I am an honorary member. This association exists to
celebrate the presence and work of Father Himalaya in that region of
southern France. | was also interviewed for the TV station “66TV” on the
work of Father Himalaya and ecologically sustainable development. This
association that recently won an environmental award is supported by
TECSOL, a corporation dedicated to renewable energies, whose CEO is
the engineer André Joffre’® , also an honorary member of the association.
My contact with Pierre Rabhi ** and the “Terre et Humanisme” movement,
international association to which I belong, allowed me to experience in the
village of Karem Ben-Salem, in Morocco, agro-ecology with rural
communities in places where desertification is increasing.

In Brazil, at TIBA, created by the architect Johan van Lengenlz, | acquired
new knowledge in artistic pedagogy, bio-architecture and eco-technology.
At my invitation, van Lengen came to the faculty of Architecture in Porto to
hold a workshop on bio-architecture. Likewise, | participated, along with my
students of my urban ecology class, in agro-ecology and bio-climatic
building workshops, conducted by Emmanuel Rolland™® and Patrick
Baronnet™*. The experiments were reported in articles in newspapers and
magazines and also published in the book “Society and Territory —
Ecologically Sustainable Development™™.

With CEAUP, | participated in seminars where | have defended eco-
development and proposed projects concerning the need to implement
eco-sustainable communities in Africa®. In Luanda, in November 2006, we
helped to create a blog *’, product of the reunion of Portuguese, Brazilian
and Angolan professors and investigators interested in this common issue.
Some of these professors and investigators are now part of the team of
collaborators and consultants of the project which is now being proposed.

This pedagogy can be resumed in the following way: Learning to learn eco-
entrepreneurship in ecological conviviality. Only then we can widen the
consciousness of “being”, managing the material possessions to obtain
happiness while rejecting consumerism and social injustice.

This theoretical and practical research on eco-development, includes
systemic, inter-disciplinary and transdisciplinary methods.

This praxis aims to solve bio economic problems, taken in a biospherical
perspective; depletion, contamination and social exclusion must be solved
with solutions within renewability, recycling and social cooperation.
Special attention should also be paid to the emancipation of women facing
androcracy, towards an equitive society.

In these intercultural relations there can be no assumptions of superiority.
We must reassess the notion of social progress imposed by the western
model.

All these interconnected topics should result from cultural and transcultural
interaction achieved through meetings and trips.
